ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS:

NOTE: Certain parts of the Vestibulator IV are extremely heavy. Be sure adequate assistance is available before
attempting assembly!

1) Ultilizing a qualified and competent maintenance, person, locate a safe and suitable installation location free of
interference and other obstacles. Consult the sizing diagram on the last page of this document.

a. NOTE: Due to the variation in local building codes, the Vestibulator IV does not include all the
necessary hardware to mount the unit to all wall surfaces. Although wall mounting suggestions
are provided, it is strongly suggested you consult your facilities maintenance personnel and/or
local building code administration office for proper wall mounting installation guidelines.

b. If the construction of your building is made using steel framing methods, you will need to install a
2x8 board (supplied) to the wall using the supplied 3/8-inch toggle bolts.

c. If your building is made using wood framing construction methods you should install the wall
bracket right to the wall studs using 3/8-inch lag bolts (NOT INCLUDED).

2) Once a suitable installation surface is located and the necessary wall-mounting hardware has been acquired (see
above), secure the base weldment (Item 1) to the wall as indicated below:

a. Install the 2x8 board (Item 17) to the wall-mounting bracket using four 3/8-inch lag bolts/washers (NOT
INCLUDED) (qty. 4). Use the four most outer holes when doing this. Position the assembled swing with
the installed 2x8 board (Item 17) into the desired position. Drill four 1-inch holes through the 2x8 board
and the wall as shown. Then, use four 3/8” toggle bolts/washers (Item 12) to attach the 2x8 board and
swing to the wall.

3) Secure the feet of the base weldment (Item 1) using the 10 concrete anchors (Item 10). Each of the front leg
anchor plate will receive 3 anchors; the rear anchor plate gets 4. NOTE: Use 1/2-inch lag bolts (NOT
INCLUDED) if the floor is made
of wood.

4) Assemble the attachment arm
assembly (Items 4 through 9)
to the top tube (Item 2) as
shown.

5) Then place the top tube
weldment (Item 2) into the base
weldment (Item 1) and insert
the locking pin (Item 3).
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6) After assembling and bolting, install PO
the padding as shown. All padding s
is secured by Velcro Closures
a. (Item 12) Right & Left Leg
